I would run out of them in just a few days 
and not shortly after that I would run out of hope. I never had 
the intentions of failing.

Our Challenge to You

Read Ezekiel 37 – A Valley of Dry Bones with a twist. 

1The LORD took hold of me, and I was carried away by the Spirit of the LORD to a valley filled with bones 
(gang members). 2He led me all around among the bones (homeless) that covered the valley floor. They were 
scattered everywhere across the ground and were completely dried out (hopeless). 3Then he asked me, “Son of 
man, (us) can these bones become living people again?”

“O Sovereign LORD,” I replied, “you alone know the answer to that.” 
4Then he said to me, “Speak a prophetic message to these bones and say, ‘Dry bones (Drug users), listen to the 

word of the LORD! 5This is what the Sovereign LORD says: Look! I am going to put breath (give you hope) into 
you and make you live again (make you world changers)! 6I will put flesh and muscles on you and cover you 
with skin (life skills bible teachings). I will put breath into you Holy Spirit, and you will come to life (and live). 
Then you will know that I am the LORD.’” 

7So I spoke this message (us), just as he told me. Suddenly as I spoke, there was a rattling noise all across the 
valley (this valley). The bones of each body came together and attached themselves as complete skeletons (began 
healing). 8Then as I watched (I trusted in God), muscles and flesh formed over the bones (They began to in 
themselves). Then skin formed to cover their bodies (they began to have hope), but they still had no breath in 
them (they still needed people like us). 

9Then he said to me, “Speak (teach) a prophetic message to the winds, son of man. Speak a prophetic (Believe 
your chosen) message and say, ‘this is what the Sovereign LORD says: Come, O breath, from the four winds! 
Breathe into these dead bodies so they may live again (And they will),” 

10So I (we) spoke the message as he commanded me, and breath came into their bodies. They all came to life 
and stood up on their feet—a great army. Amen
